Kelly didn’t like it and made armor ready for the gun fight. Then 
he robbed  two banks they stole $4.400. As the building burnt 
down  to nothing three of Ned Kelly's gang died Ned Kelly was 
arrested. After that Ned Kelly was hanged his name became 
famous around the world.  



Ned Kelly was badly wounded 
then was hung at 10:00 am on the 
11th November 1880.
